CSI Lab Write-Up
Goal: To collect data, use measuring equipment, and make a logical inference based on evidence collected.

***Remember an inference is an explanation that you can make without observing something directly****

Day 1: Observations (qualitative and quantitative) ~ Crime Scene Sketch

· Sketch crime scene before objects are moved (sketch in pencil)

· Label each item

· Make a legend showing N,S,E and W.

· Measure the perimeter (remember measure all the sides 1st then add them together to get the perimeter) 

· Data Table: Record all items on the data table and include a description of each item (qualitative).
Day 2: Investigative measurement day

· Remember… each team member must kept their own data table.

· Open up your existing data table on your assigned mini-dell. *remember* there is a designated computer person for your team

· Measure the mass of each piece of evidence using the triple beam balance.
· Measure the length and width in (cm) using the rulers provided to you.
Day 3: Solve the Crime!

· Make inferences about what you think happened at the crime scene:
· Discuss in your group what you think happened.
· Make sure you include all the evidence as part of your story.
· Create a short story describing the events that led up to the crime
Note: Everyone in your group does not need to have the same story. Give specific details about your inference.

Day 4: Poster Presentation

· Create a poster with your group

· Include a creative title

· Sketch the crime scene

· Include your typed up data table with all measurements

· Your group must agree on one summary of what occurred at your crime scene based on the evidence
