Eclipse Notes

Lunar eclipses can only occur during a Full Moon.
· Lunar eclipses can occur up to 3 times a year. 
· Lunar eclipses are visible over an entire hemisphere. 
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Lunar eclipses cast large shadows.

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Solar eclipses can only occur during a new moon.
· Solar eclipses can occur at least 2 and no more than 5 times a year. 

· Solar eclipses are visible in a narrow path a maximum of 167 miles wide. 
· Solar eclipses cast small shadows.
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
