Parts of an Impact Crater
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· Floor — The bottom of a crater, either bowl-shaped or flat, usually below the level of the surrounding ground. 

· Walls — The interior sides of a crater, usually steep. 

· Rim — The edge of the crater. 

· Ejecta — Rock material thrown out of the crater area during an impact event. It is distributed outward from the crater's rim onto the planet's surface as debris. 

· Rays — Bright streaks extending away from      the crater sometimes for great distances, composed of ejecta material.
